Life is busy for most of us. From moming until night we
are engaged in many different activities performing many
different roles - a parent, a wife or a husband, a brother
ofr a sister, a son or a daughter, a friend or a relative, an
employee or an employer in our work place and 5o on
and so forth. In each of our roles we are expected to act
differently and almost all of us adhere to these demands
without much thinking. Yet, each of these roles elicit
different emotions, different feelings - some pleasure,
some worry and concerns and some hurt and pain.

Each rofe also requires a commeon skill - the skill for prob-
lem solving. We encounter a constant barrage of obsta-
cles all day and try to jump from one hurdle to the other
even without our knowledge as a part of our daily ritu-
als. However, we face more challenges than charms and
dieal with more diffculties than daffodils. Accumulated
pressures and challenges overtime transform into stress,
depression, burnouts and a lot of worries and heartaches.
The answer to many of our woes rests within us. Just as
we have problems we also have solutions to many of our
problems. Love and Compassion are the tools of empow-
erment - towers of strength - to address our challenges
and brighten our days.

= Always doing things with best of intentions to
help benefit others is another road to building inner
strength.

£ As a matter of principle and personal wellness,
never say ill of others and refrain from thinking and/or
doing harm to others. Under no circumstances, we should
lose our fundamental human decency.

= Forgive and Forget. We must let things go and
mowve on with our lives and others. Getting obsessed with
the past serves no one’s interest.

Compassion also includes saying kind words for
others which require us to think before we speak. Careful
that — just as we cannot take back our spit - we can't take
back the words already spoken.

- One of the greatest inner strength comes from
acknowledging our mistakes. When we acknowledge our
mistakes not only do we learn from it, we also become
receptive to new ideas and views of others. It makes us
humble and humane.

£ Loving is based on getting closer. We must be
prepared to move ten feet nearer if someone demaon-
strates commitment to move one foot closer.

- Let no one tell us that being polite and gentle is
our weakness, In fact they are the greatest strength that

you may have.

Let us never doubt the power of goodness. Let us try to
put ourselves above the mundane and the trivial. Malice,
Jealousy, Anger and personal Pettiness are to be over-
come with calmness, composure, serenity, patience and
understanding. Let us do the very best we can— no mat-
ter what we do - with best of intentions and with Love
and Compassion.

Echoing pillars of

Right in the middie of the bustling Chittaranjan Avenue
that brimgs back the maagical nostalgia of erstwhile
Calcutta, there stands the large entrance gate - you can
see the full length of the narrow lane through the impres-
sive arch - at the other end of it, stands this imperishable
palatial structure, beneath the changing skies of three
centuries.

That’s the thing about Jorasanko Thakurbari - it con-
SUMES Y¥oul in its immaculate grandeur as soon you walk
into the premises. Parts of the ancestral house have been
restored into Rabindra Bharati University in 1962, and
Rabindra Bharati Museum was inaugurated by Pandit
Jawaharial Mehru. For a moment you just stand on the
ground and look up at the buildings arcund you, and in
your mind you've already journeyed to another time. |
remember, standing under a large tree that spreads its
uneven boughs all over the front wall of the first building
on the left as if in an undying attempt to hold onto the
magnificence of bygone days, | looked up and stared at
the poetry-laden clouds that listlessly floated by, wonder-
ing about the great minds that have once lived here.

Writing about the Jorasanko abode of the Tagores, | ad-
mit; is an onerous task because so much has already been
mentioned about it in books, on the internet, and in doc-
umentaries, that too by ace connoisseurs and eminent
historians. | must confess that for me, Jorasanko Thakur-
bari, for a large part of my life until my adolescence,
meant a fascinating blend of known history and untold
stories — all of it residing in a simple middle-aged woman
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6/4, Dwarkanath Tagore Lane

| saw at hiome - my Mishti Maami - her maiden name
Jayani Thakur changed to Jayani Gupta after her marriage
to the younger son of my maternal grandfather’s elder
brother. She is the daughter of Joindranath Tagore and
Shibarani Tagore, She was the older sibling to her brother
Janendranath Tagore. They were the Tagores who lived in
the rear portion of the Thakurbari that's painted in white
- the house with green shuttered windows surrounding a
rectangular courtyard on three sides.

‘Rabindranath Tagore was my mother's grandfather-in-
law. 5o my parents called him Rabidada. When they got
married, it was in the early 1930s, he gifted my mother a
hairclip studded with precious stones as a token of bless-
ing; Mishti Maami recalls. The children of the house were
taught to address Rabindranath Tagore as ‘Kortababa
and Maharshi Devendranath Tagore as 'Burobaba, and
although my Maamiwas born three years after the great
poet’s demise, she has always addressed him as Kort-
ababa.

'In school, once our teacher recited a poem and asked us
who had written it. | answered that this poem was writ-
ten by Kortababa. The teacher stood perplexed for some
time, and then punished me. She said the correct was
Rabindranath Tagore. How could | make her believe that
this great man was my Kortababa? we laugh out as my
Maami narrates this inddent, and then | realise how she
would have felt like after being punished

We have grown up hearing these stories at home, and
whenever she narrates those unforgotten anecdotes of
her life spent in that house, | notice a longing in the eyes



of this septuagenarian woman I've known so closely. 50
if | happen to write about Jorasanko Thakurbari, it has to
be the image of it | have in my mind that’s born out of the
stories she narrated to us on longish summer afternoons,
and the thrill | felt deep down my heart walking around
the maze of corridors of 6/4, Dwarkanath Tagore Lane as
& tourist in my own hometown.

There is often a controversy behind the names of certain
places — some locals opine that the area Jorasanko - situ-
ated a few kilometres south of Sutanuti — one of the three
villages that together formed the whole of erstwhile
Calcutta under the British rule - derived its name from
the two Shiva temples called Jora Shankar, which were
situated near the house, There is also another folklore
that suggests that the name came from two bamboo
bridges that spanned a stream — in Bengali jora” means

a pair and "sanko’ means a bridge made of bamboo. |
personally believe in the second story. The plot was do-
nated by the wealthy Sett family of Burrabazar to Prince
Dwarkanath Tagore, Rabindranath Tagore's grandfather,
who built the mansion in the 18th century. As you take a
slow stroll around the long corridors of this architectural
splendour, you feel the walls are breathing out stories -
Prince Dwarkanath Tagore had built a three-storey build-
ing which he named ‘paanch number baari’— there were
billiard rooms with international standard boards, and
‘naach ghar'where danseuses of that era performed - it
was here where Dwarkanath Tagore met British officials.
Walking around the long corridors of Thakurbari, | stood
in front of a dark room - the windows have always been
Closed perennially to make it lightless and moist - this
was the ‘Aantur ghor' - the matemity room where the
women of the Tagore family were kept when they were
midway into their pregnancy. It is here where on a sultry
day of 1861, Sarada Devi gave birth to her twelfth child -

a son they named Rabindranath, who grew up to become

one of the greatest poets in the world and Asia'’s first
Mobel laureate.

The museum, overlooking a clean courtyard, has three
parts — Vichitra Bhavan, Maharshi Bhavan and Ram
Bhavan. The spacious hall inside Vichitra Bhavan has a
rich collection of photographs of Rabindranath Tagore's
visits to erstwhile Burma, Moscow and his meetings with
Albert Einstein and Hellen Keller. There are phetographs
of the great poet with the Bedouins of Arab. On the right
side of the hall, you step into the living room of the poet's
wife Mrinalini Devi, who passed away when she was
barely twenty nine. Shrouded in melancholy, vou stand
there at the threshold of the room for a while, reading
the lines on the wall —"She breathed her last in this room.
Mrinalini Devi’s blue Nilambori sari, 2 Japanese hand-fan,
omamental cosmetic boxes and a few silver showpieces
are displayed inside a glass showcase. One of the several
photographs adorning the walls of this room is that of

young Mrinalini with her husband Rabindranath. The invi-
tation sent out by Rabindranath himself for their wedding
is om the wall. It also exhibits costly utensils of porcelain
and white marble used by the affluent Tagore family.
Rabindranath Tagore's study, replete with handicrafts and
books written by him that were translated into other lan-
guages, transports you back to the later years of his life.

As you walk into Maharshi Bhavan, you step into the most
awaited corner of this house - Rabindranath Tagore's
bedroom — this is where he breathed his last. Standing in
front of a low-lying bed, and staring at his portrait on the
wall, you feel as if a melancholic scent of incense seems
to float in, carried by the wind. Mo Bengali has ever been
able to deny how strangely morose the two words baishe
srabom’ still sounds.

My maami vividly remembers the story of that fateful day
she had heard from her parents - the sky was murky since
maorning; as they stepped out of a movie theatre near
Esplanade where they had gone to watch the premiere
of a film one of their relatives had acted in, they heard a
boy with a telegram calling out the breaking news - "Robi
ostomito, Robi ostomital’ 50 true, the sun had really set.




Panicked, they rushed back home, but the front gate

was locked as thousands of people had begun gather-
ing there. After much diffculty, they could finally enter
the premises through the back door, and the wooden
staircase had already collapsed. His son Rathindranath
had locked himself in a room, bitterly sobbing, Lady Ranu
Mukherjes was seen chanting a prayer, with Pratima

Devi - the poet's daughter-in-law - the widow of Nilanath
Mukhopadhyay whose marriage Tagore himself had
arranged with his son Rathindranath when she was just
seventeen - who later on became my maami'’s favourite
Pratima Pishi — mourning by the bedside. Within hours,
trams and buses were teeming with thousands of people
rushing towards MNimtala Ghat, and as it rained inces-
santly, the greatest poet of all times journeyed to another
worid.

The sky above Jorasanko Thakurbari was never the same
again after the great poet passed away. Ram Bhavan

used to overlook a big shady pond — this was the poet’s
favourite spot as a variety of birds would fly in there from
faraway lands - this pond was covered up to build a six-
storey building for Rabindra Bharati University.

It's better to visit the museum after you've strolled around
the house, because it is an informative knowledge tour
into the past after you've been emotionally burdened
with nostalgia. The art galleries have a precious collection
of paintings by several eminent artists of that era. Perhaps
the most attractive part of the museum is a labyrinthine
gallery dedicated to India-Japan relations, and Rabindra-
nath’s photographs in Japan. The prayer room of Deben-
dranath Tagore open for public view - this room has his
bedstead and minimal furniture that was used by him.

At the museum, you're surrounded by a plethora of
paintings, utensils, personalia, craft and sculpture, spools,
discs and records, photographs, archival documents,
journals and books. One day is perhaps not enough to
see the whole of this place. Out of the museum, you can
take a stroll on the grass — you can let the soil touch the
skin beneath your bare feet. On festive days, the court-
vards and lawns reverberated with songs, poems, dance
dramas and plays, and ten or twelve types of sweets used
to arrive from the best confectioners in town — my maami
recalls. The women of the house gathered in the main
kitchen in the morning, and they decided the day’s menL.
They would peel the potatoes as a fitual of inftiating the
cooking process, and then the cooks and maids used to
do the rest of the cutting and cooking. Vegetables for
vegetarian and non-vegetarian dishes used to be cut and
washed separately.

I have interacted with Pratima Pishi very closely, quite a
number of times. She was extremely talented, and a very
pleasant personality. We left Jorasanko in 1963 after our
residence was turned into Rabindra Bharati University
the previous year, my maami sighs. As we sit in her fourth
floor apartment in the same building as ours, kooking out
of the window at dusk, at the strangely twinkling min-
iscule stars and sky lantems, we think in our own ways,
about one of the most popular and influential families of
Calcutta that played a pivotal role in the Bengal Renais-
sance. As my maami — one of the last Tagores who have
lived in Jorasanko, points at a Ganesh Janani figurine
made of ivory - one of the few possessions of the Thakur-
bari she still has managed to keep, | wonder how larger-
than-life some stories remain to be.
