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I read The Fall by Albert Camus, so you don't have to
-Samraggee Bhattacharya

Starting off with a fun fact for beginners, Albert Camus was one of the most revered
philosophical thinker and novelist of the 20th century. However, I believe that it he 
would have preferred to not be considered one among Sartre and the likes as he used to 
continuously emphasize on how he wasn’t a philosophical thinker. Avid readers of Camus 
on the other hand, will object to his own proposition due to the amount of absurdist 
existentialism dripping through his words. In order to understand how Camus developed 
his literary productions, lets take a brief look at what was happening behind the
scenes.

Albert Camus was an Algerian born French, born on 7th November, 1913, during the 
time when the particular place his family was stationed at was known as French Colonial 
Algeria. His mother was impoverished and insufficiently educated and his father 
perished in combat during World War I (1914–1918) barely a year following his birth. 
Despite growing up in poverty, Camus was awarded a scholarship to a renowned 
secondary institution in 1924. He began studying philosophy at the University of Algiers in
1933 and graduated with an undergraduate degree in 1936. After relocating to Paris in 
1940, Camus attempted to enlist in the French Army for World War II (1939–1945), but 
was turned down because of his prior bouts of TB.
Camus was a member of the French Resistance to Nazi Germany's occupation of 
France. Camus's first and best-known book, The Stranger (1942), about an individual 
who kills someone in Algeria without cause, was also released during World War II. He
went on to publish two more books during his lifetime: The Fall (1956) and The Plague 
(1947). In addition, he was a prodigious prose author and a writer of six plays. He 
received the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1957. Two more of his works, one of which was 
unfinished, were published after his death in a vehicle accident three years later, in
1960, at the age of forty- six.
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Alright ALRIGHT I know you are probably thinking “Samraggee, why are you talking 
about his life and historical circumstances? Where is the part about the book??” Well, I 
understand your impatience but, in order to understand his writings, you have to know 
what led to it! Right? It’s like saying “I want a cake, but please skip the baking as I 
cannot wait!!” Anyways, I appreciate you being here regardless, and if you wish to
know more, follow along.

The Holocaust, the atrocity that Nazi Germany perpetrated on Jews in Europe during 
World War II (1939–1945), and the Nazi occupation of France are both addressed in
detail in Albert Camus's The Fall. The designated Vichy government, a Nazi-controlled 
French state led by Philippe Pétain (1856–1951), governed France from June 1940 to
August 1944 after Nazi Germany seized the country in May 1940 and had gained 
significant control of it by the end of June 1940. Vichy France and Nazi Germany teamed 
collaboratively to send ethnic Jews from France to extermination camps in 1942.
The French Resistance comprised of anti-Nazi guerilla warriors who disrupted the Nazis, 
produced illegal periodicals, and provided support to Allied troops resisting the Nazis
throughout the Vichy regime era and the Nazi occupation of France. In the end, from 
August 1944 to May 1945, Allied forces backed up by the French Resistance freed 
France from Nazi rule and the Vichy regime. Albert Camus was an activist of the French 
Resistance who wrote about the outlawed anti-Nazi publication Struggle while he was 
living in Nazi-occupied Paris. The narrator of The Fall talks about how he thought about 
supporting the Resistance but decided to leave Nazi-occupied France for North Africa 
alternatively.
The Fall, the final book written by Camus, was composed as a sequence of monologues
given by a French immigrant and former lawyer who was now residing in the Netherlands. 
Camus won the 1957 Nobel Prize in Literature for his work. Even though The Fall doesn't 
have the action of Camus's previous novels, The Stranger (L'étranger) and The Plague (La 
peste), it nonetheless employs precisely the same accurate vocabulary and fraudulently
straightforward journalistic
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narrative as those preceding novels to examine equally difficult existential concerns 
regarding the dynamics of human relationships, power, individual freedom, and honest 
living.
The plot of The Fall is rather simple. It merely recounts the tale of Jean-Baptiste 
Clamence, a French lawyer who spends his days chatting with a fellow Frenchman at a 
shabby pub in Amsterdam. As many have pointed out, The Fall feels more like an on-
stage presentation than a novel. But calling it a novel has the effect of making the 
reader expect a well-structured story, such as in any other Camus book, but instead they
find a man screaming for days on end.
Similar to The Stranger, The Fall is a condemnation of the bourgeoisie in Western Europe, 
as well as the conflict and disparity that go along with it. A Marxist interpretation of the 
book that portrays Clamence as a wise man who has made the decision to no longer 
work with such a system is unavoidable. However, it is well known that as Camus grew 
older, his criticism of communism grew more intense. One of his well-known pieces 
implied that the barbarism of fascism and communism constituted on almost similar 
footing, which Sartre denounced. It's also difficult to square Clamence's contempt for 
those who refuse to take responsibility for their actions with Marxism's belief in the 
outside forces that shape human behavior, even when a certain interpretation of the 
material does not require the author's consent.

As for me, this book seemed like a cry for help, not for Clamance or Camus, but for 
the collective mindset of people. The heavy monologues in the prose made me think 
about how Camus was way ahead of his time in terms of critiquing humanity. One
particular quote from the book stood out to me the most: But do you know why we are 
always more just and generous towards the dead? The reason is simple. With them
there is no obligation.
It is a profoundly cynical observation that Camus put forth via the character of Clamance.
Literally, it means that we often we speak kindly, gently and generously about people after
they have passed away, not out of actual appreciation, but because they have nothing to 
ask from us anymore.
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Now let me give you some philosophical POVs of this macabre quote. 
1. The threat of reciprocity no longer exists when a person is dead. Basically, a dead 

person has no way of demanding the truth or forgiveness, hence, making it 
“easier” for you to be just and fair with no consequences. 

2. Morality as a form of performance is something people practice even today. A lot of 
us unfortunately, have learnt the hard way that an individual’s implied “goodness” 
is not always genuine. We are nice to the dead because they exist no more, 
making it less consequential. 

3. In a way, it’s a form of risk free judgement as the dead will not contradict us or 
remind us of our wrong doings while we go on with speeches of how good 
they were. So, technically, virtue becomes hollow, or actually, shallow fits better 
here. 

Now, lets make it fit Clamance’s cynical outburst. What Camus is saying, through 
Clamance’s character is that everyone is selfish and self - serving, even when it 
comew to showing compassion. Let’s call our perception of “justice” as emotional 
economy, we give it out when it feels easy, not when it feels right. Contemporarily, think 
about how we all suddenly become overly appreciative of someone once we learn about 
their passing, even if we spoke ill of them, mistreated them, or even ignored them while 
they were just trying to live, love laugh (like all of us). Society also suddenly shows up 
with outcries of generosities and saccharine appreciative gestures towards artists, 
thinkers or activists AFTER their death, when their relevance is not controversial 
anymore or inconvenient. 
Honestly, to me it sounds like Camus was really going through it while writing this piece 
of fiction (did some digging and turns out, he actually was). So that definitely explains 
the dark and sombre tone of his words. In short, dude’s extremely personal and 
unfiltered journal entries got exposed, which ended up with him receiving the Nobel 
Prize, so I guess a win is a win at the end of the day. All jokes aside, I really do 
think that Albert Camus was a genius whose mindset was extremely ahead of it’s time 
and it makes me happy to see the literary world analyzing these super important textual 
rants.

Concept Note –  

In Bengal’s ancient social, literary, and religious culture, the owl has held a 
significant role. Kaliprasanna Singha’s 1862 book "Hutom Pyanchar Naksha" 
(Sketches by Hutom the Owl) still holds a place of high regard in Bengali 
literature. In Nutan Gram of Purba Bardhaman, colorful wooden owl pairs of 
various sizes have, for centuries, been kept in Bengali homes as auspicious 
symbols. The owl is also worshipped as the mount of Goddess Lakshmi, the deity 
of wealth and prosperity. For decades, the owl has been a prominent and 
popular artistic figure in Bangladesh's Mangal Shobhajatra (auspicious 
procession).
Being a nocturnal creature, the owl cannot see well during the day. In urban 
areas, they once favored the large ventilated attics of old houses. But with the 
pressure of urbanization and the loss of such buildings, their existence is now 
endangered. Today, owls are rarely seen in cities or towns. Both the living owl 
and the traditional colorful wooden owl crafts are now threatened.
That is why I have been painting various depictions of owls for a long time — to 
raise awareness. This is my humble attempt, within my limited means, to 
contribute toward preserving their existence.
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
